Information on Measles & Rubella Vaccinations 
  The Vaccination Law has been revised as follows. By this revision, children who aren’t in the new 
age range won’t be able to get a vaccination at public charge on and after April 1, 2006. So we 
recommend you to have your children get a vaccination by Mar. 31, 2006.  ( Any number of 
children is OK).  Also, pay attention to the intervals of vaccinations.  Rubella needs to be followed 
by Measles with a 4 weeks’ interval.
