 HEALTH 
How to get vaccinations has changed on DT and Japanese Encephalitis (Nihon-noen) 
The 2nd period of DT(Diphtheria, Tetanus) and Japanese Encephalitis has become individual 
vaccinations(Kobetsu-sesshu) given at entrusted medical institutions from Apr.1, 2006. 

DT:                     Although the eligible are children between 11 and 13, the City has promoted the 6th  
grader’s vaccination.  “Monshinhyo”(Questionnaire on getting vaccination) has been 
already handed to them. 
*About vaccination of children in the 5t grade or attending other cities’ schools, 
please contact Hoken Center. 

Japanese Encephalitis: Although the eligible are children between 9 and 13, vaccination hasn’t been 
 recommended due to the concern about side effects against vaccine.  However, if 
strongly wished from the reason like going overseas, a vaccination can be given 
after signing the agreement.  In that case, “Monshinhyo” will be available at Hoken 
Center.
