       As a driver *never drive when drink alcoholic,  

never drink when drive. 
       In a family *cooperate in a family, give a ride,

The drugstore keeps your medical data, so you can ask them to check 
if your repeat prescriptions are dangerous to use with other medicines 
you are already using.
